Re:  Laptop Updates 

WELCOME BACK TO SCHOOL!  While the re-imaging process provided you with the new Office 2007 

package as well as the software to enable you to logon to our network, the following updates must 

be made before classes on Friday, September 7, 2007.  This will ensure that your machine and our 

network is protected against any potential threats. 

WINDOWS UPDATE 

1. Get onto the Internet at Home 

2. Click on the ά{¢!w¢έ button at the bottom left-hand side of your screen. 

a. Click on ά²Lb5h²{ ¦t5!¢9έ 

b. This will take you to www.update.microsoft.com/windowsupdate 

c. Select ά9·tw9{{έ on the update page.  Windows will check for  the latest updates.   

d. Install all updates. 

Note: In the event that the updtaes do not install properly, adjust the atuomatic updates within 

Security Settings in Control Panel to a near time in the future( 1 hour ahead of the current computer 

time, then adjust the computer time to 2 minutes before the time you set in auto updates. Then 

when the new temprary time is reached the auto updates will download and install all pertinent 

updates. You will notice the Hard disk LED on the notebook, flashing for a period of time. Allow this 

to complete, which should reboot your notebook. When the reboot is done be sure to revert the auto 

aupdates back to a time that your notebook is most often connected at home, along with your 

notebook time and proceed to the next step. 

ANTIVIRUS UPDATE 

1. Right click on the ά±έ ǎƘƛŜƭŘ (McAfee AntiVirus) on the taskbar at the bottom right hand part 

of your screen. 

2. A menu will pop up.  Select ά¦ǇŘŀǘŜ ƴƻǿΧέ  You will be taken to the McAfee site and your 

antivirus will be updated.  

ANTISPYWARE UPDATES:  Spyware Blaster: 

1. Left click on the ά{t¸²!w9 .[!{¢9wέ  which launches the Spyware Blaster program 

2. Click Download Latest Protection Updates 

3. Click ά/I9/Y Chw ¦t5!¢9{Φέ  If there are any updates that need to be made. 

4. Click on ά9ƴŀōƭŜ ŀƭƭ tǊƻǘŜŎǘƛƻƴ.έ

Spybot Search and Destroy: 

1. Left click on the ά{Ǉȅōƻǘέ which launches the Spybot Search and Destroy program. 

2. Spybot is configured to check for updates and apply them. Confirm this, within the 

application click update: search for updates: If none are listed the download site was 

working ok, if the update fails, perform the update selecting a different download site, by 

selecting from the download list. (TDS USA) usually works best. 

 
 

NETWORK CONNECTIONS: 

Use this procedure if you have modified your notebook ( i.e. created access to your home network) 

from the image returned back to you. DO NOT MODIFY THE BergenCatholic Wireless Profile. 

Please use Microsoft Zero Network Configuration located toward the bottom right hand part of the 

screen.  It is the icon with the waves seeming to spread toward the right from the computer.   

Please DO NOT USE the Thinkvantage Access Connections to configure wireless networks.
